During this 5 day workshop students will have the opportunity to examine both Chanel ready to wear and an original 
Chanel couture jacket. Students will work on their own designer jacket using methods made famous by a French designer. 
The lining will be machine quilted to a soft, textured outer fabric to provide stability. Both couture and ready to wear 
techniques will be demonstrated. Students will have the option of using a combination of techniques on their garment. A 
gold chain will be hand stitched to the hem. Students will also complete trim, buttonhole and pocket samples to be used 
as future reference.

LOCATION
The Academy of fine Sewing & Design is a fully equipped school and studio located in beautiful North Bay, Ontario, Canada. 
Students will enjoy the use of Bernina sewing machines as well as industrial sewing machines. Professional pressing 
systems, individual cutting tables, full spectrum lighting, True Color Ott Lites, sewing kits with Gingher scissors and 
Fiskars rotary cutters are some of the many supplies available for students to use. The Academy is situated amongst a 
beautiful maple forest – visible from the 7 large windows and only minutes away from North Bay’s airport.

ACCOMODATION
Rooms are available at the Hampton Inn for the special rate of $129/Queen and $149/King CDN per night including 
breakfast. The Hampton Inn is located within walking distance of many restaurants. A reservation link to the Hampton Inn 
will be provided upon class registration. Daily shuttle service between the hotel and school can be provided if required.

SUPPLIES
A kit for making samples will be provided. A list of pattern, supplies and notions students will require will be sent out with 
the registration package. Kathryn will arrange to have fabric swatches from a famous mill sent to students.

TUITION FEES
Class tuition of $950 CDN plus 5% GST tax includes 5 days of instruction, sample kit, handouts, full use of facilities, lunch 
and beverage breaks. A non-refundable deposit of $200 CDN will reserve your spot with the remainder due by April 1, 
2010. Class size is limited to 5 students providing maximum individual attention. In the event that you must cancel after 
April 1, half of the balance will be returned to you. If your space can be filled the other half will be refunded. If you must 
cancel after May 21, no fees will be returned. In the event that the course is cancelled tuition fees will be fully reimbursed. 
It is recommended that you consider purchasing private cancellation insurance to cover any unforseen circumstances 
which cause you to cancel.
